CIVIL LIVE SCAN

This background check system allows
private employers to submit an employ-
ment applicants fingerprints to the Federal
Bureau of Investigations and Department

| of Public Safety to determine their eligi-

bility to hold positions involving children,
the elderly, or disabled. The checks verify
if applicants have active warrants for ar-
rest, an arrest record, or have been con-
victed of violent or sex offenses. Busi-
nesses that would like to utilize Live Scan
must register through the Department of
Public Safety. Parish background checks
for individuals (not Civil Live Scan) are
conducted at the Franklin dispatch office
from 8am-4pm, Monday-Friday. A valid
picture ID, original social security card,
and $15 money order is required.
